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1 Installation Guide Overview

This guide describes the installation of the TOMVIEW Optimization Environment for Windows. There are
basically three steps: extract the application files, mass compile and install license files.

The first step is to register as a TOMVIEW user and download the distribution.

Make sure the system is supported by TOMVIEW in Section 2, then go to Section 3 and follow the instructions to
obtain a copy of TOMVIEW. When the installation file has been downloaded, go to Subsection 4 for the system
in question and follow the instructions.

It is important to Mass Compile the distribution, as described in Section 5, and that the required environment
variables are set (see Section 6). The final step is to install the license file(s), which is described in Section 7.

2 Supported platforms

TOMVIEW supports Windows 32-bit (LabVIEW 7.x and 8.x).

3 Downloading TOMVIEW

In order to download TOMVIEW a myTOMVIEW account needs to be created at: http://tomopt.com/tomview/.
When a myTOMVIEW account exist, login and go to the Download → Products section, from where TOMVIEW
can be downloaded.

IMPORTANT: it is imperative that TOMVIEW is downloaded for the correct version of LabVIEW. To control
the version of LabVIEW: start LabVIEW, select Help → About LabVIEW.

ALSO NOTE: COMPAQ Run Time Kit may be needed, which can be found on the download page.

4 Installing TOMVIEW

4.1 Install on Windows

For Windows an InstallShield installer extracts the TOMVIEW files and automatically sets the PATH environment
variable to point at directories containing dynamic libraries required by some TOMVIEW modules. The installer
is downloaded from the web site.

There might be a need to reboot the computer after installation.

4.2 Upgrade on Windows

With Add/Remove Programs from the control panel, remove the TOMVIEW Optimization Environment. Install
the new version in the same location. As defaults in TOMVIEW may change over time a backup copy of the old
version is recommended.
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4.3 Uninstall on Windows

To uninstall TOMVIEW on Windows select TOMVIEW in the list of programs under Start → Settings → Control
Panel → Add or Remove Programs.

5 Mass Compilation

After installation, REBOOT your system, start a new LabVIEW session and complete the following steps:

From the top bar menu, select Tools → Advanced → Mass Compile...

Go to C:\TOMVIEW or whatever the installation folder may be.

Click on Select Current Dir.

Click on Mass Compile.

Wait until the process has completed (this may take several minutes).

After receiving your license file the examples in TOMVIEW Quick Guide should be tested.

6 Setting up environment variables

TOMVIEW requires the directory C:\TOMVIEW\dll to be in the library search path (assuming TOMVIEW was
installed in C:\TOMVIEW).

TOMVIEW also requires that the environment variable TOMVIEW LICENSE FILE has the value C:\TOMVIEW\tomview.lic
(assuming TOMVIEW was installed in C:\TOMVIEW).

The TOMVIEW installer will try do set these variables automatically, the installer will also try to prompt a
warning if it fails to set these variables. When there is reason to believe that this step has failed it is possible to
set these variables manually:

6.1 Setting up the PATH

To set the PATH environment variable permanently on Windows, select: Control Panel → System → Advanced →
Environment Variables. Assuming TOMVIEW was installed in C:\TOMVIEW, append (or prepend) C:\TOMVIEW\dll
separated to the other entries with a semi-colon (;) to the PATH environment variable.

One can also set the PATH environment variable temporarily in a running command shell. This is done by doing

C:\> set PATH=%PATH%;C:\TOMVIEW\dll

This change will only be applied in that command shell, and will therefore be discarded when the command shell
is terminated.
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6.2 Setting up the TOMVIEW LICENSE FILE

To set the TOMVIEW LICENSE FILE environment variable permanently on Windows, select: Control Panel→ System
→ Advanced → Environment Variables. Click the New button under User variables and enter:
Variable Name: TOMVIEW LICENSE FILE

Variable Value: C:\TOMVIEW\tomview.lic
(assuming TOMVIEW was installed in C:\TOMVIEW).

One can also set the TOMVIEW LICENSE FILE environment variable temporarily in a running command shell. This
is done by doing

C:\> set PATH=%PATH%;C:\TOMVIEW\dll

This change will only be applied in that command shell, and will therefore be discarded when the command shell
is terminated.

6.3 Controlling the environment variables

Open a new command shell (Start → Run, then type cmd) and type:

C:\> path

C:\TOMVIEW\dll should be found in the beginning or the end of the output.

The command

C:\> echo %TOMVIEW_LICENSE_FILE%

should return C:\TOMVIEW\tomview.lic and not %TOMVIEW LICENSE FILE%.

7 Installing TOMVIEW license files

In order to run the TOMVIEW solvers a valid license file is needed. There is a demonstration license available
after registration at the web site (http://tomopt.com/tomview/). When ordering TOMVIEW a valid license file
including the modules ordered will be delivered. The license file is called tomview.lic.

The file should be put in the TOMVIEW root directory (the default location is C:\TOMVIEW). In case of a demo
license, there is an additional file tomview.dat which also should be put in the TOMVIEW root directory. It is
important that this file is writable for the user running TOMVIEW.

8 Starting TOMVIEW

When the files are installed and the license is setup correctly, TOMVIEW can be used.

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9 Adding the TOMVIEW Menu

To add the TOMVIEW menu in LabVIEW 7:

• From the top bar menu, select Tools → Advanced → Edit Palette Views.

• Choose a palette view. Make a new setup or select your previously customized view.

• In the Functions window, right click where you want to put the TOMVIEW menu.

• Choose Insert → Submenu... → Link to an existing menu file (.mnu)

• Browse, select and open TOMVIEW\menu\tomview.mnu .

• Save changes
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
